CATALINA SCHLIEBENER (SANTIAGO, CHILE, 1980)

El trabajo de Catalina Schliebener (elle) — (n. Santiago, Chile, 1980) se desarrolla principalmente entre el collage,
el dibujo, murales e instalaciones que realiza con imagenes cotidianas y objetos relacionados a la infancia, que
implicitamente conllevan normas de comportamiento relativas a la construccién de género, identidad y clase: libros de
cuentos, objetos pedagdgicos, disfraces y juegos infantiles son materiales frecuentes en su practica.

Schliebener se licencié en Filosofia y en Artes Visuales en la Universidad de Arte y Ciencias Sociales (ARCIS; Santiago,
Chile).

Arts (Belfast), Tiger Strikes Asteroid (Brooklyn, NY), Bureau of General Services-Queer Division (New York, NY), Hache
galeria (Buenos Aires), and Galeria Metropolitana (Santiago, Chile), entre otros.

Chile), como asi también las becas otorgadas por DIRAC - Direccidén de asuntos Culturales, Ministerio de Relaciones
Exteriores del Gobierno de Chile y la Foundation for Contemporary Arts, New York, NY.

Actualmente Schliebener Mufioz es becaria In Situ (2022-2024) en Queens Museum, New York.

Ademds, Schliebener tiene una amplia experiencia docente tanto en educacién infantil como universitaria, en temas
que van desde la filosofia y la teoria del arte hasta la instruccidn artistica en escuelas, estudios y entornos de museos.
Actualmente trabaja como artista docente en el Leslie-Lohman Museum of Art y facilita cursos de formacién sobre
género y sexualidad para el Instituto de Desarrollo Profesional de la Primera Infancia de la Universidad de la City
University of New York (CUNY).

Catalina Schliebener (they/them) — b. Santiago, Chile, 1980) is a Chilean-born visual artist who works primarily
with collage, installation, and murals. Schliebener’s work draws on images, objects, and narratives associated with
childhood and explores gender, sexuality, and class. Their work has been exhibited in Museo de Arte Contemporaneo
(Santiago, Chile), Leslie-Lohman Museum of Art (New York, NY), Boston Center for the Arts (Boston, MA), Center for
Books Arts (New York, NY), Centro Cultural de Espafa (Santiago), Centro Cultural Recoleta (Buenos Aires), Catalyst
Arts (Belfast), Tiger Strikes Asteroid (Brooklyn, NY), Bureau of General Services-Queer Division (New York, NY), Hache
galeria (Buenos Aires), and Galeria Metropolitana (Santiago, Chile), among others.

Arecipient of multiple FONDART Grants (Cultural and Arts Development Fund of the Government of Chile), Schliebener
also received grants from DIRAC - Board of Cultural Affairs, Ministry of Foreign Relations of Chile (2007) and the
Foundation for Contemporary Arts, New York, NY (2020). They also received a Queer Artist Fellowship from the
Leslie-Lohman Museum of Art (2017), and an Artist in the Marketplace (AIM) Fellowship from the Bronx Museum of
the Arts (2018).

In addition, Schliebener has extensive teaching experience, from early childhood education to undergraduate education,
on topics ranging from philosophy and art theory to art instruction in schools, studios, and museum settings. They are
currently working as a teaching artist with the Leslie-Lohman Museum of Art, and facilitates gender and sexuality
trainings for the Early Childhood Professional Development Institute at the City University of New York (CUNY). They
received a Bachelor of Philosophy and a Bachelor of Visual Arts from the Universidad de Arte y Ciencias Sociales
(ARCIS; Santiago, Chile).
