MARTIN SICHETTI (BUENOS AIRES, 1973)

Tomando como punto de partida el lenguaje cinematografico, predominantemente el de Alfred Hitchcock, John
Houston, Fritz Lang, Billy Wilder, y también recuperaciones, como ida lupino, Martin Sichetti selecciona stills de
peliculas para después trabajarlos en dibujos. Los videos y las perfomances, a su vez, se nutren de disparadores
narrativos propios del cine.

De formacién autodidacta, su relacién con el dibujo se remonta a la infancia; periodo en el que también abreva su
pasién por el cine. Esa pasidn cinéfila también se ve reflejada en la realizacion del video Darling Pet Monkey (2011),
basado en una escena del clasico Film Noir de Billy Wilder, Sunset Boulevard (1950).

Pursuant to exhaustive research driven by love and knowledge of film by classic authors like Alfred Hitchcock, John
Huston, Fritz Lang, and Billy Wilder, but also by lesser-known figures like Ida Lupino, Martin Sichetti selects stills
that he later reworks in drawings, videos and performances triggered by film narrative devices.

As a self-taught artist, his relationship with drawing goes back to childhood; a period in which he also reaffirms his
passion for films. His passion for films is also reflected on Darling Pet Monkey (2011), a video he produced based
on a scene from Billy Wilder’s classic film noir, Sunset Boulevard (1950).
